Theta theory (Theta
theory represents the
semantic relationships
between the arguments
and the verb, indicating
the participant roles they
play in the event
described by the verb.
For example, in the
sentence "John eats an
apple,” "John" performs
the action of eating, so it
receives the theta role of
AGENT, while "an apple"
is the entity undergoing
the action, receiving the
theta role of THEME).
Binding theory (Binding
theory is a set of rules in
linguistics that explains
how pronouns and
reflexive elements (like
"himself" or "herself")
relate to other nouns or
phrases in a sentence. It
helps us understand why
certain sentences sound
correct while others
sound awkward or
ambiguous.For example,
in the sentence "John
washed himself,"
"himself" refers back to
"John.")

Principles of Minimalism
(Minimalism is a
theoretical framework in
linguistics proposed by
Chomsky, aiming to
simplify and explain the
underlying structure of
language. It suggests that
language is created using
the simplest possible
rules and structures.

"The cat chased the
mouse." There are two
